“Crying/Disruptive
babies, like all good intentions, should be carried out immediately!”
WEAR HATS - Wearing hats can and usually does affect the ability of people behind you to
see as well as they could or should.

APPLAUD AT APPROPRIATE TIMES - For this performance, we are asking you to hold all
applause until the very end of the concert, not after each performance. This may be a little
daunting, but adds to the idea of constant music moving from ensemble to ensemble,
without the interruption of applause.

REMAIN IN ATTENDANCE FOR THE ENTIRE PERFORMANCE - It is inappropriate to
leave or expect your Child to leave after their portion of the performance has been
completed. The educational benefit of a program is incomplete if it does not include
listening as well as performing.
